Control of Error

Montessori schools do not
grade children, and teachers’
comments on childrens’
work tend to be fairly mat-
ter-of-fact, perhaps re-
cording the date. This can
raise the concerns such as
how do children ever know
what is right, and how do
teachers know when a child
has learned? The first way is
via incorporation of a
known as the control of
error. Dr. Montessori in-
corporated feedback in the
materials themselves.

For example, in the Primary
Environment, the Wooden
Cylinders, the set of gradu-
ated wooden cylinders con-
trol error because if a child
puts a cylinder into a hole
that is too large, there will
be a leftover cylinder at the
end. All sets of Sensorial
Materials, such as Sound
Cylinders and Color Tablets
result in a leftover item if
the child errs. For many
Montessori materials, cor-
rective feedback from the
teacher is unnecessary; a
child can clearly see if he or
she made an error due to
incorporation of control of

error in the Montessori
materials.
